Curtis Wood Architects reveal plans for a 58m2-detached house in Raleigh Way, London,

N16.

 “This project is based around reclaiming unpromising and seemingly impossible spaces for

beautiful small dwellings, which is something much needed within the south east and

London in particular,” explains Chloe Young.

“The site is located in a backlands zone often found between the gardens of residential

dwellings. This new property needed to be almost hidden to avoid changing the nature of

the area, which is surrounded by garden spaces. It also needed to provide an exciting

flexible space with lots of opportunities for natural lighting and outdoor living.”

The proposed building will be two storeys with living spaces on the ground floor and

bedrooms and bathroom at basement level. It rises no higher than the adjacent surrounding

garages. The design incorporates a low level courtyard visually connecting the two

accommodation floors. There will also be a glass terrace above and a roof garden at top

floor.

The garden area uses the two-storey retaining wall as a living surface to bring the sense of

garden into every part of the building. The house is very introverted, with minimal openings

to the street, but large areas of glazing in the courtyard.

Despite the 58m2 size of the site, the design achieves, through the roof terrace, courtyard

and terrace 50m2 of outside amenity space and an interior floor area of 65m2.

The building interior is planned to achieve maximum efficiency with clever ideas for storage

and multi-functional furniture yielding more from rooms than would normally be achieved.

Combined with light reflective materials, a large proportion of glass and open connected

spaces, the interior should feel spacious and full of light.
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
